Expt. No.: 02
Clot-on-boiling (COB) test of milk

[bookmark: _GoBack]Principle: Boil a small amount of milk in a spoon, test tube or other suitable container. If there is clotting, coagulation or precipitation, the milk has failed the test. Heavy contamination in freshly drawn milk cannot be detected, when the acidity is below 0.20-0.26% Lactic acid. The test is quick and simple.
 
Objective:

· Determine whether the milk is fit for pasteurization or not.

Apparatus
· Test-tube
· Bunsen burner
· 5-mL pipette
 
Procedure:
1. Take 5 mL of milk in a test-tube.
2. Heat the milk on the flame until it boils.
3. Smell the milk for any sour odor and observe the milk for appearance of clots/flecks.
