	Casual and friendly; can be used in various contexts.

	Yo!

	Sup? or 'Sup?
	Abbreviation of "What's up?" – a laid-back greeting.

	Howdy!
	Informal way of saying "Hello"; often used playfully.

	Wassup? or Wassup!
	Casual variation of "What's up?"; common in informal settings.

	Hey, there!
	Informal and friendly; used to get someone's attention.

	How's it going?
	Informal way of asking about someone's well-being or life.

	'Ello!
	Informal and often used playfully; a variation of "Hello."

	Hey, howdy, hey!
	Playful and friendly; commonly used among friends.

	Howdy?
	Informal and friendly variation of "How are you?" often associated with a cowboy or Southern greeting.

	How ya doin'?
	Casual and colloquial way of asking about someone's state or condition.

	Heya!
	A playful and informal variation of "Hey."

	What's crackin'?
	A casual way of asking what's happening or what's going on.

	Wishing someone a secure and trouble-free journey.

	Goodbye for now
	Suggesting a temporary farewell with the expectation of seeing the person again.

	A classic and formal way of saying goodbye, indicating a respectful departure.

	I look forward to our next meeting
	Expressing anticipation for a future encounter or meeting.

	Hoping to see you again soon
	Expressing a desire for a future meeting or reunion.

	I am afraid I have to go.
	It is a polite and formal way to express that you need to leave.

	Standard casual farewell.

	See ya
	Informal way of saying "See you later."

	Later
	Implies seeing the person at a later time.

	Take care
	Wishing the person well and to be careful.

	Suggesting meeting or talking later.

	Peace out
	Informal way of saying goodbye, often cool.

	Gotta run
	Indicating the need to leave quickly.

	Adios
	Borrowed from Spanish, means farewell.

	Toodles
	Playful and informal way of saying goodbye.

	Till next time
	Suggesting you'll see the person again.

	Smell ya later
	Playful way of saying goodbye, often among friends.

	Ciao
	Borrowed from Italian, means goodbye.

	See you around
	Implies the possibility of encountering again.
