 Assessment Strategy  
Assessment is designed to raise the awareness and broaden and deepen the knowledge of students, to develop their critical and conceptual understanding, to develop Radio News Production skills through collaborative practical work, to provide opportunities for creative expression, and to encourage students to acquire understanding by reflecting on their own work and learning experiences. The aim is to provide a mix of student-centered approaches that encourage active learning, develop specific skills and employability and encourage individual intellectual development. A mix of technical and conceptual workshops, practical exercises and Radio News Reporting and News Presenting work in individual/ small groups, develops students’ existing ability to create meaning and emotion in a final Complete News Production at Campus Radio Studio. 

 How the teaching & Learning will be assessed:

3. Participate in practical demonstrations and in monitored field activities. 
4. Engage in the exercises at the radio journalism laboratory.
