· To protect unrest or danger to human life, health or safety, or a disturbance of the public tranquility, or a riot, or an affray.
· To prevent obstruction, annoyance or injury and risk, 
· Magistrate has power to impose Restriction on Personal Liberties.
In writing order: 
· To do or
· Not to do 
Subsections: 2 
Exparte: The person, against whom the order is directed, be passed, ex parte.
· 144 with Notice 
· In case of emergence: without Notice
Subsection: 3
Order to Whom:
· Directed to a particular individual, or
·  to the public generally when frequenting or 
· visiting a particular place
Subsection: 4
Cancellation of order:
· Any Magistrate may, either on 
· his own motion or 
· The application of any person aggrieved.
· Rescind or alter any order made under this section by himself or any Magistrate subordinate to him, or by his predecessor in office.
Subsection: 05
Procedure:
· Where such an application is received, the Magistrate shall afford to the applicant an early opportunity of appearing before him either in person or by pleader

Duration: 
· No order shall remain in force for more than two months
· unless, in cases of danger to human life, health or safety, or a likelihood of a riot or an affray, the Government, by notification in the official Gazette, otherwise directs

Where?
· Other than Metro area:
· Specific locality or
· In town
· Not apply to Metropolitan Area: Police Commissioner. 
Remedy: Revision
Violation: Offence under Section 188 of Penal Code, 1869  







DISPUTES AS TO IMMOVABLE PROPERTY
The provisions of the law on the prevention of offences relating to immovable property disputes are found in Chapter 12 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898, from sections 145 to 148. Proceedings pursuant to section 145 are intended to prevent the breach of the peace as well as to avoid any conflict as a safety measure.
Section: 145: Procedure where dispute concerning land, etc., is likely to cause breach of peach:
Subsection: 1
Who can impose?
· District Magistrate, or 
· Executive Magistrate
Conditions:
· Dispute likely to cause a breach of the peace exists concerning any land or water of the boundaries.
Procedure:
· District Magistrate, or an Executive Magistrate is satisfied from a police-report or other informationwithin the local limits of his jurisdiction,
·  he shall make an order in writing
· and requiring the parties concerned in such dispute to attend his Court in person or by pleader, within a time to be fixed by such Magistrate,
·  and to put in written statements 
Subsection: 2 
· Definition of Land and water
"Land or water" includes 
· buildings,
· markets,
· fisheries,
· crops or other produce of land,
· and the rents or profits of any such property.
Subsection: 03
How order served: 
A copy of the order shall be served in manner provided by this Code for the service of a summons.
Subsection:4 
Inquiry as to possession: 
· The Magistrate shall 
· without reference to the merits or the claims of any of such parties to a right to possess the subject of dispute, 
· Hear the parties,
·  Receive all such evidence
· Consider the effect of such evidence, take such further evidence (if any) as he thinks necessary, 
· and, if possible, decide whether any and which of the parties was at the date of the order before mentioned in such possession of the said subject:
· Provided that, if it appears to the Magistrate that any party has within two months next before the date of such order been forcibly and wrongfully dispossessed, he may treat the party so dispossessed as if he had been in possession at such date:
· Provided also, that if the Magistrate considers the case one of emergency, he may at any time attach the subject of dispute.

Subsection: 5
Cancellation:
· No such dispute as aforesaid exists, the Magistrate shall cancel his said order,
· And all further proceedings thereon shall be stayed.

Power to attach subject of dispute S: 146
Subsection: 1
· If the Magistrate decides that 
· none of the parties was then in such possession, or
·  is unable to satisfy himself as to which of them was then in such possession of the subject of dispute, 
· He may attach it until a competent Court has determined the rights of the parties 
· Provided that such Magistrate may withdraw the attachment at any time if he is satisfied that there is no longer any of a breach of the peace in regard to the subject of dispute.
Subsection: 2
· Appointment of receiver: 
· When the Magistrate attaches the subject of dispute, 
· May appoint a receiver.

Section 148: Local inquiry:
(1) Whenever a local inquiry is necessary 
(2) any District Magistrate  may depute any Magistrate subordinate to him to make the inquiry, 
Order as to costs
When any costs have been incurred by any party to a proceeding, the Magistrate may direct by whom such costs shall be paid.
