Epidemiology in the 19th century – focus on acute infectious disease.
· Virulent, highly contagious microorganisms – measles, yellow fever, smallpox, typhoid, cholera,
· Prototypical for public health
· widespread impact
· Inherently social (external threat)
Expanding beyond the original rationale
· Non-contagious diseases
· Indirect societal involvement
· Mass disease
· Opportunity for prevention 
Epidemiology in the 20th century
· Injury – motor vehicle crashes, suicide, homicide
· Pharmaceuticals – efficacy and adverse effects
· Personal behavior – noncompliance with medical treatment regimens, smoking, alcohol, exercise
Q.2 What do you mean by epidemiology of behavior
Epidemiology of behavior:
· Epidemiology and public health have primarily studied personal behavior, e.g.:
- Health care-related (treatment seeking, compliance)
- Lifestyle behavior (smoking, use of alcohol, sloth, etc.)
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
